Abstract Recognized as one of the world’s great autobiographical
memoirs, the Baburnamah is the story of Zahir al-Din
Muhammad Babur (866 AH / 1483 CE -- 937 AH /
1530 CE), who conquered northern India and established
the Mughal Empire (or Timurid-Mughal empire). Born in
Fergana (Central Asia), Babur was a patrilineal Timurid
and matrilineal Chingizid. Babur penned his memoir in
Chaghatay Turkish, which he referred to as Turkic, and
it was later translated into Persian and repeatedly copied
and illustrated under his Mughal successors.
