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PREFACE.

For this editio princeps of the Bandhayana S'rauta Siitra the
following MSS. have been used :

1. B. A modern copy in Devanap^rl writing mnde in 1868 by
Vyafikaji Narayana, containing:, in ei^ht parts, an nlmost complete
text of our Satrn. Copied for the Government of Bombay and
registered as Class I. B. 5 (Rlphinstone ("oUege), cp. the ligt

published by Georg Biihler in the Journal of the German Oriental

Society, Vol. XLIT, p. 552. The MS. is carefully written on
blue paper, 13 lines on a page, and, if I am not mistaken, in some
places corrected and completed by the hand of Biihler. The text

is on the whole correct, especially in the first nine pra^nag. The
later pra^tms are also very carefully written, bnt copied from an
original that must have been corrupted. The original of the later

praiSnas is probably a Grantha MS., as is shown by the nature of

the clerical errors. The contents of this MS. are not those that

have been given by Biihler in the Journal of the German Or. Soc.,

but:
(a) On 76 leaves the dar^apurnaraasa, adhana, the da^dhyayika,

pa^ubandha, caturmasya and pravargya, together 2,500 granthas.

(b) On 112 leaves tlie agnistoma, cayana, vajapeya, rajasuya
and istikalpa, together 4,000 g:rantlias.*

(c) On 22 leaves the aupanuvakya, 800 granthas.

(d) On 16 leaves the a^vamedha, 500 granthas.

(e) The uttaratatih, on 61 leaves, together 8,000 granthas.

(f) On 22 leaves the last two dvaidha prasnas, 675 granthas.

(g) The prayascittasutra on 21 leaves, containing 700 gran-
thas.

(h) On 15 leaves part of a bhasya (by Sayana ?) on the pa^u-
bandha ; 500 granthas.

From this analysis it will be seen that this MS. is of the greatest

value for the construction of the text of our Sutra, as it enables

us, with the aid of the other MSS., to reconstruct nearly the

whole Sutra.

2. Be. A collection of texts belonging to the Government
Sanskrit College, at Benares, No 115 (cp. Sacipat tram, page 70).

It consists of 18 parts, written by different hands on paper in

Devanagari.

(e) cayanasutra, 22 leaves; S'ake 1803.

(/) vajapeya, on 9 leaves, well written, no year, corrected.

Ig) rajasuja, on 12 leaves, written by the same hand and on
the same kind of paper as (/).

(h) i§tikalpa, on 14 leaves, S'ake 1803; same hand and kind of

paper as (e).

(i) asvamedha, on 15 leaves, well written, apparently by the

same hand as (/) and (g) ; corrected.

(A;) dvadasaha, on 16 leaves, corrected.

(l) mahavrata, etc., called at the end: ^i^Kfll^^ on 171eaves
;

the numbers of the khandas are corrected so as to continue the

numberinof of (k) ; apparently written, together with (k), by the

same hand that wrote (/), (g), and (i)
;
partly corrected.

(m) kathakasutra, on 8 leaves; same handwriting and paper
as (e) and (h).

{n) uttara tatih, on 41 leaves, well written, but containing

a very corrupted tradition, just as B ; happily the greater part of

this MS. has been carefully corrected. The khanda-numbers
have been partly effaced.

(o) dvaidhasutra, on 63 leaves, samamtana (sic) 1825. Rather
badly written.

(p) first karmanta prasna, on 23 leaves, presents several

lacunae.

(q) second and third karmanta pra^nas, on 38 leaves ; the
second prasna has been carefully corrected ; the third is very
corrupted and full of lacunae.

(r) sulbasutra, on 17 leaves.

(s) pravarasutra, on 7 leaves, written by the same hand as (e).

This valuable collection will be seen to contain a nearly com-
plete Baudliayana Sutra. Missing are the soma-, pravart/ya-,

aupanuvakya-, and prayascitta prasnas. On every part the
number of the prasna (here called adhyaya) is written; some-
times the number found in the on'trinal handwriting is corrected.

This (secondary) numbering of Benares 115 agrees wholly with
the numbering of the prasnas in B.

3. H, belonging to the Court and State Library at Munich,
resfistered as: MS. Sanskrit Cod. 107 (No. 163 of the "Verzeicli-

niss"). This MS. contains in Devanagarl writing: dars^ipur-

namasa-, adhana, the dasadhyayika, pasubandlia, caturmasya,
agnistoma, pravargya, cayann, vajapeya, the atiratra aptoryama
and ekadasini chapters, the kathakasutra, the sautramaai, the
first two dvaidha prasnas, the karmantasutra, prayascitta,

Sulbasutra, and finally tiie dharmasutra. Some parts of this

MS. are very badly written.

4 J, A copy of the MS, belonging to the Maharaja of Jammu
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and Kashmir, mentioned by M. A. Steis lu his Catalogue of

Sanskrit MSS. of His Highness the Maharaja of Jamrau and
Kashmir. The original MS. is written in Dovanagari, has 135

leaves, 11 lines per leaf, the line 37 ak^aras ; leaves 57-68 (the

pa^ubandha) are wanting. This MS. contains tlie dar^apurna-

masa, adhfina, the dasadhyayika, caturmasya, agni^toraa, and
pravargya. Professor Hillebrandt of Breslau, for whom this copy
was made, allowed me with the greatest generosity the use of

this MS. At the end of the copy we find the following notice:

' Although the MS. has been "corrected," the secunda manus
proved to have no value and the prima manus to give generally

the better reading.

5. T. A copy, in Grantha writing, apparently of the Tanjore

MS., described by Burnell in his Classified Index of the

Sanskrit MSS. in the Palace of Tanjore, page 18, No. 9147, leaves

180, written before 1700. For the use of this copy, too, I am
greatly indebted to Professor Hillebrandt, for whom it was procured

by Di". Hultzsch. This MS. contains : darsapurnamasa, adhana,

the dasadhyayika, pasubandha, caturmasya, pravargya with

avantaradik^a and the agnistoma. On the whole, the text is

preserved tolerably well in this MS., but the numbering of the

khandas is wholly unreliable >

6. P. The Fleet MS., belonging to the India Office Library,

described by Eggeling in his Catalogue under No. 3186; the copy

is modern and the tradition preserved in it is the least good of

all the Baudhayana MSS., known to me.

7. 1.0. The pravargyapra^na only, given by No. 3009, 1. of the

MSS. Collection of the India Office, cp. Eggeling, Catalogue,

Part I, 49.

8. P. The Paris MS. D 1 90. To Mr. Aug. Barth I am indebted

for the following description of this MS. :
" 76 feuillets, 10 lignea

par feuillet ; de 28 a 40 aksaras a la ligne ; ecriture assez regulifere

d'aspect, mais peu soignee pourtant, et assez difficile a lire parce-

To the

greatest kindness of Mr. Aug. Barth I owe a collation of some
doubtful or otherwise interesting passages.

9. Be 11. No. 11 of the collection of Sanskrit texts belonging

to the Government Sanskrit College at Benares (see p. 73 of the

Sucipattra), containing on 19 leaves the dvada^aha, rajasaya, and
vajapeya; dated Sam. 1877, S'. 1742.

10. Be 4. No 4 of the same collection ; 10 leaves ; containing

the istikalpa, written by the same scribe who wrote Nos. 9 and Jl

;

on the last leaf the sahasrabhojanavidhi is added in the same writ-

ing.

11. Be 7. No 7 of the same collection (see Sucipattra, p. 71),

gives on 34 leaves the uttara tatih, viz.f the same portion of our
Sutra as given by Be 1 and n. Well written, but preserving a very
corrupted tradition.

12. T. A copy from No 3796 belonging to the collection of

Sanskrit MSS. at the Palace of Tanjore, containing the rajasuya
only.

13. T. A copy from No. 3798 belonging to the same collection

containing the dvadasaha.
14. T. A copy from No. 359 belonging to the same collection,

containing the pravarakhanda. These three copies have been pro-
cured for me by Dr. Hultzsch.

16. Brl. No. xciii. of the Burnell collection preserved at the
India Office in London. The pravarakhanda; cp. p. 35 of

the Catalogue of a collection of Sanskrit* MSS. by A. C.
Burnell.

Other materials that have been used for the construction of
parts of our text are ;

Bl^. The vivaraija of Bhavasvamia.
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Kel. The prayogas&ra of Ke^avasvamin.

Madh. The 119 notations from Baudhayana in Madhava's com-
mentary on the Taittiriya Sarphita.

Mantramala. The collection of Mantras used at the agniftoma,
I. No. 3009 (agni^^omamantiamala).

Srautapadartha. The ^rautapadarthanirvacana by Nage^vara-
Shastri Somana, printed at Benares Saijivat 1944.

Although the number of complete MSS. used for this edition is

rather small, this circumstance is counterbalanced to a certain

degree by the fact, that all the MSS., which contain the text of

this first volume, are wholly independent of each other. The
independence of the various textual traditions contained in them
shows itself particularly in the numbering of the khandas and even
partly of the pra^nas, which in none of the MSS. is the same
throughout. This fact increases not a little the difficulty of giving
the right numbering. The division in adhyayas, on the contrary,

may be given with absolute security, at the hand of the Bhavasva-
min Vivarana. The discrepancy of the khanda numbering might
perhaps be explained from the fact that this division is obviously

of later times. Bhavasvamin knows no division in khandas ; at

least he does not mention it, just as Rudradatta in his commentary
on Apastamba does not reckon with ka^dikas, but only with
pa^alas.

One of the greatest difficulties, if not the greatest of all, that

presents itself to the Editor of the Baudhayana Kalpasutra,
is the numbering and division of the prasnas. Even at the time
of Bhavasvamin there existed more tlian otie system of counting

and dividing the prasnas containing the agnistoma ritual.

Bhavasvamin mentions a threefold numbering. Firstly he divides

the ajrnistoma portion into^^ve prasnas, the first of which contains

10 adhyayas (comprising the agnistoma up to the prataranuvaka
and closing with the words TP5IT«f JF^T^rf'TT ) ; the second prasna

comprises the pratahsavana (5 adhyayas); the third comprises the

madhyandina savana (2 adhyayas); the fourth comprises the tftiya

savana(also 2 adhy.); the fifth comprises the yajnapuccha (also 2

adhyayas). This number of five somapra^uas is also found in the

Haug MS. Secondly, Bhavasvamin knows a continuous numbering,
according to which the whole agnistoma consists of 21 adhyayas.

This system of numbering is also met with in the Haug MS.,
which gives no division in adhyayas, but only in khandas, the

numbers of the khandas being omitted towards the end. The
third system of division known to Bhavasvamin comprises two
parts: (1) the first prasna containing 10 adhyayas; and (2) a
prasna containing 11 adhyayas.

L
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Now, as all the MSS, give different divisions, naosfc of fchem

not giving even any prasna numbers, I had to choose that

division which seemed to be mosfc in accordance with the rest

of the work. The difficulties mentioned above become still more
complicated by the question, where tlie pravargya is to be

put in. Bhavasvamin treats of it before the agnistoma and the

Bombay and Tanjore MSS. place it before ; other MSS. (J, F, P,

and the Benares MS. No. 63, mentioned Sucipattra, page 70)

give it after the agnistoma. As the analogy of the other Sutras

and the contents of the pravargya section itself seem to point

to placing this prasna after the soma prasnas, I have not followed

in this respect the Vivarana and the Bombay and Tanjore MSS.
Another consideration seems to stand for this arrangement ;

there is more chance that the tradition of the pravargya section

became mutilated, when it was put at the close of the agnistoma

as it is actually found in most of our MSS., than when it was
handed down at the beginning. As the cayana seems to be the

10th prasna, the vajapeya being the 11th (this mumber is given

to the vajapeya in the Haug MS.), there is room left for only

four prasnas between the caturmasya and the cayana prasnas

Now, if the pravargya section is to be taken as one of these,

then the soma proper cannot have contained more than three

prasnas. The division adopted by me agrees, as to the 2nd
and 3rd soma prasna, with the order given by F and by Kesa-

vasvamin in his prayogasara, although in his numbering (accord-

ing to the MS. of the India Office Library, at least) there are

slight inaccuracies. A short note, communicated to me by Mr.

A. Venis, found at the end of the agnistoma MS. of the Benares
Sanskrit College, gives as numbers of the prasnas (here called

adhyayas) of the agnistoma portion, including the pravargya at the

end, the numbers 6, 7, 8, 9, thus agreeing with the arrangement
accepted by me. The separate pravargya MS. No. 50 of the

same collection bears also the number 9.

Tlie collection of various readings in this edition does not aim
at being complete. Wherever the comparison of the Vivarana
and the evidence of corresponding passages make the reading

evident, I omitted to give the varietas lectionum. The anunasika
I put only before sibilants and before v and h, although the

MSS. do not all agree in this respect. In accordance with

the common use in the MSS., I omitted the visarga before

the combination of sibilant with tenuis, although the MSS. are

always consistent in this. The repetition of the words finishing

an adhyaya and the anticipation of the words of the following

khanda at the close of a khanda have not been taken into account,

as these repetitions are only met with sporadically.

As the text of the Baudhayana Sutra has been handed down in

sandhi form, without any trace of division into sutras, I have not
divided what the ancient Brahmans had united, and not followed

the example of other editors of ritualistic texts. I only separated
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the sentences, by placing a little stroke above the line, without

being sure, however, to have given always the right interpunc-

tion.

The first volume of this edition of Baudhayana is intended to

comprise :

—

1. The dar^apurnamasa.
2. The adhana.
3. Tlie dasadhyayika prasna.

4. The pa^ubandha.
5. The caturmasyas.

6. The agnistoma, with pravargya and avantaradik?a.

The second volume will, if the materials prove sufficient, contain
the later prasnas from the cajana on, including the a^vamedha.
The materials for the cayana, vajapeya, and rajasuyaare sufficient.

A third volume would contain the so-called uttara tati^, per-

haps the most interesting part of the whole Sutra. I hope to be
able to obtain enough MSS to publish tliis text.

A fourth volume would comprehend the dvaidha, karmanta, and
praya^citta prasnas.

In course of time I hope also to be able to publish the grhya-
sutra, for which I have collected already sufficient materials. Of
the pravara khanda four copies are in my possession. The very
useful and instructing Vivarana of Bhavasvamin I also hope to

edit, at the advice of Professor Hillebrandt of Breslau not, as I at

first intended, in extracts, but the whole of it, as far as it is extant

or accessible.

Whether the promises here given will be fulfilled, depends
chiefly on the materials I can have access to. Therefore, if there

are European or Indian Scholars and Pandits, who might know
of more MSS. containing text and commentary than those used by
me, they will lay not only me, but also science uiider deep obligation

by communicating to me what they know of them.
Finally, I have to express my thanks to the Trustees of the

Libraries of the India Office and at Munich, who lent or caused
Manuscripts to be lent to me, to Dr. Hultzsch, Government Epigra-
phist at Bangalore, who kindly piovided me with copies of some
parts of the work, to Mr. Albin Yenis, Principal of the Govern-
ment Sanskrit College at Benares, who kindly permitted me the

use of the most valuable IBenares MSS., to Mr. Aug. Barth,
who collated the MS. P, and above all to Professor Hillebi-andt,

who in the most generous way permitted me the use of the copies

originally procured for him by Dr. Hultzsch and Dr. Stein.

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PREFACE.

In preparing the text of this second volume of the Baudhayana-
^rautasutra the editor has had to cope with many more difficul-

ties than he had to do when preparing the text of the first

volume. Indeed, a few months ago I was almost despairing of

obtaining sufficient material for this volume. The fact is, that

the tradition of these parts of the sutra, describing for the greater

part the rituals, partly obsolete, partly less observed than the

darsapurnamasa, agnyadheya and agnistoma, is, throughout
India, a very bad one. The MSS. of Bombay, Benares,
Gwalior, Dhar and Ujjain are all together more or less corrupt and
seem partly to derive from one archetype, in which not only were
lost the right arrangement of the materials and the numbering of

the prasnas, adhyayas and khandikas, but the text of which
was also hopelessly corrupt iu many a passage. And no com-
plete copy of Bhavasvamins Vivarana, which would have beeti of

paramount use, seems to be extant. Although Professor

Hultzsch has taken all possible pains to hunt up more MSS. from
Southern India and has set to work two pandits to unearth
ore material, he has, alas, not succeeded. Professor Bhandar-
ar of Elphinstone College also was kind enough to provide me
ith more material, but it was of the same kind : on the whole
orrupt from beginning to end.

Nearly despairing, I wrote to Dr. Thomas, Librarian-in-Chief

the India Office, requesting him to look over, for my sake, once
ore the Mackenzie Collection of Sanskrit MSS. preserved at the

India Office. And he was so fortunate as to light upon one MS.
(cp. infra the enumeration of the MSS.) containing a wholly
independent tradition of the text I stood in need of so much.
This MS., too, is far from faultless, but it throws light on many a
iifficult passage, and, what is the main point, the arrangement of

i the prasnas seems to be correct in this MS. Before 1 knew
liis Mackenzie MS., I had my doubts about which part of the
Ultra constituted the so-called uttara tatii;^. In the MS. from
Benares, where the prasnas are all numbered by a secunda manus
f( p. my paper " Ueber das rituelle Sutra des Baudhayana," p. 12),
Ik; prasna coming after the dvada^aha and gavam ayana, num-
bered here as the 17th, contains the atiratra, the sautramanl and

. :he ekadasini. In the copy of Bhavasvamins Vivarana, known to

I
ne from the beginning up to the aupanuvakya (consequently
giving the first fourteen prasnas complete), is found neither the
isvamedha nor the dvadasaha and gavftm ayana, but immedi-
itely after the aupanuvakya comes the ekadasini. Now, as the
VIS. of Bhavasvamin ends with the words : iti hhavasvamikfte
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kalpavivarane tatau dvitiyo 'dhyayah, and the Mackenzie MS. agrees :

precisely at the end of the passage treated lastly by Bhavasvamin,

viously has been abandoned : thus the numbering of the prasnas

and partially that of the adhyayas in the text coming after the j

gavam ayaua is wholly different from the numbering followed by I

me in citing passages from Baudhayana in my above paper on this f

sutra. But however valuable this Mackenzie MS. may be, it has *

not cleared up all the dubia regarding the arrangement of the mate-
^

rials. There are two more points to be settled. The first is a ques- I

tion analogous to a difficulty in the construction of the text of Vol. I

(the place where the pravargya had to be put in), viz., the place

to be assigned to the Kathakasutra. In the MSS. from Benares
(Be) and Bom]3ay (B) it is numbered as the 18th, in the MS.
Haug it is numbered as the 21st. Tiie Mackenzie MS. assigns a

place to this prasna between the agnicayana and the vajapeya,

without, however, giving a prasna-nttmfeer to it.^ As the con-

tents of this prasna are mentioned neither in the Dvaidha- nor in

the Karmantasutra, no further information is to be obtained from

these texts. But as it is highly improbable that this prasna

should have formed part of the uttara tatih, the number 18 assign-

ed to it by Be and B can by no means be right. In accordance

with the MS. Haug.* and with the place occupied by this'

material in the brahmana (viz., at the end of the Taitt. Brahm.)
I have inserted it after the uttara tatih. In consequence of this

new arrangment the numbers of the following prasnas (Dvaidha,

Karmanta and Prayascitta) will have to be changed accordingly.

By doing so I may come into collision with the original number-
ing, which, it seems, is unknown to us. But this is a point of

minor importance.
Another question has also puzzled me greatly. In the uttara

tatih, as handed down to us in the Mackenzie MS., two

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adhyayas are found, the contents of which are entirely foreipjn to a
6rauta8utra, viz. the adhyayas ]2 and 13 of pra^na 17, treating

of the samavartana, a subject we would expect to be treated

rather in the gfhyasutra. Now, the tradition of the gfhyasutra is

in this respect not wholly consistent either. Most of the MSS.
of ther gfhyasutra have in the grhyasutra proper (second pra^na)

a chapter commencing thus : vedam adhitya snasyann ity uktam
samavartanam, and in the so-called paribhasa-sutra a chapter
commencing : vedam adhitya snasyann ity vpakalpayate, etc. This
last part is identical with the long passage found in the Mackenzie
MJS. of the srautasutra and here inserted as adhyaya 12 of the

first uttara tatih pra^na. This distribution of the material in the

MSS. of the grhyasutra cannot possibly be right, for obviously

the passage vedam adhitya snasyann ity uktam samavartanam refers

to the passage vedam adhitya snasyann ity upakalpayatej which
therefore must have preceded. I possess a very good copy in

Grantha writing of the whole grhyasutra, kindly procured me by
Professor Hultzsch. In this MS. the long passage commencing :

vedam adhitya sncisyann ity upakalpayate (the passage given by
the Mackenzie MS. as forming part of the srautasutra) stands

where the chapter vedam adhitya snGsyann ity uktam
samavartanam is inserted by the other MSS. Before the

Mackenzie MS. came into my hands I thought this was all right.

But not long ago I received one more copy of the grhyasutra,
copied from an original preserved at Madras. This MS. throws
some light on this hitherto obscure point. Where the other MSS.
(except the one from Madras, designed by me as M) have the

chaptet" vedam adhitya snasyann ity uktam samavartanam^ this MS.
reacjg : vedam adhitya snasyann ity uktam samavartanam ; asya

samdvartanasya ndtra pathah, ki?ntu anyatra pathitam ; atra

samgrhya vilikhitam atropayoynt ; then comes the text given by
Mackenzie as xvii. 12 and 13, and the rest of the chapter vedam
adhitya snasyann ity uktam samcivartanam. Now, as it is impos-
sible that the passage referred to in the opening words ity uktam
samQvartanam could have followed^ it seems highly probable that
the treatment of the samavartana was originally incorporated in

the uttara tatih, and that here the Mackenzie MS. is right too.

I possess now another copy of the complete grhyasutra, which
confirms this statement. This MS. gives in the second prasna the

chapter vedam adhitya snasyann ity aktam samavartanam, but in the

paribha§a the text given by the Mackenzie MS. (as xvii. 12, 13)
is not found. It is not improbable that the scribes of our srauta-

sutra, finding the treatment of the samavartana foreign to a

srautasutra, omitted it and inserted it in a more proper place (the

grhyasutra), disturbing, in doing so, the first prasna of the uttara

tatih. For it is remarkable that none of all the other MSS. of the

Srautasutra give for this prasna (the 17th) any adhyaya- or

khandika-number ; the Mackenzie MS., on the other hand, gives
the adhyaya- and khanidika-numbers, and, in accordance with this
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fact, at the close of this prasna, all the pratikas of the adhyayas
and khandikas, includinj< those of the chapters on samavartana.

How it occurred to the diasceuasts of the srautasutra to insert the

samavartana among the subjects treated in the Srautasutra, I am,

however, at a loss to explain.

So this Mackenzie MS. was of the greatest help in constituting

the text of Vol ii. The tradition of the cayana, vajapeya and
rajasuya chapters is in this MS. inferior to that of the following

chapters. To these, however, it is of the greatest value : entire

passages, omitted by all the other MSS., are found here, and in

many a passage it is easy to prove that only the reading found in

M. (Mackenzie) is right, over against the oftentimes unanimous
reading of all the other MSS. As no complete copy of the Vivarana
seems to be available, we are thrown upon our own resources to

understand the meaning of this text. Of some use are, of course, the

cognate texts of Apastamba and Hiraayakesin, but, as these are

much more real siitras than the text of Baudhayana, and conse-

quently, on the whole, much shorter, the help procured from these

texts is rather inefficient. In passages, where new words or

unknown expressions occur, I have, therefore, as a rule, adhered

to the reading of M. The corruption of the other MSS. is so

great, that it is not worth while mentioning all their various

readings. So, e.g., in the description of the vratyastomas : here

the text of all the MSS., with the exception of M., is one hopeless

confusion. It is highly to be regretted, that this Mackenzie MS.
is not wholly complete : some final leaves are wanting ; conse-

quently the text of the important last chapters of the second

uttaratatihprasna had to be edited as well as possible after the

corrupt MSS. This is all the more to be regretted as they contain

the legends of Pururavas and Usanas.

After the above remarks, the reader and student of the second

volume of Baudhayana will be indulgent to the editor, who
thought it better to give a text, however imperfect, rather than

postpone its publication ad calendas graecas, as, after years of

inquiry, no more help seemed to be forthcoming.
After these preliminary remarks, I shall now give a list of

the MSS. used in editing Vol. ii.
